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1 INTRODUCTION 1 

The objective of this document is to define the holistic set of business functions available in the U2A 2 

mode (via the graphical user interface). This document forms the basis for the design and 3 

implementation of actual screens.  4 

The scope of this document is to provide a list business functions expected for the T2S Graphical 5 

User Interface and provide a brief description covering the purpose and key features of the business 6 

functions. It also depicts the framework applicable for each business object. This framework 7 

describes a logical association of the business functions. The framework diagrams in this document 8 

do not depict certain access functions that are purely of technical nature like returning to the previous 9 

function or exit from a function. 10 

The business functions listed in this document may have either one-to-one or one-to-many or many-11 

to-one mapping with the actual screens. This document does not cover the implementation details 12 

of the screens like field details, layout and the business validations or pre-empt the design of screens.  13 

This section provides a non-exhaustive list of the main principles for the T2S graphical user interface.   14 

 Neutrality 15 

T2S GUI design should not be specific to a country or financial institution and reflect the features of 16 

a pan-European system 17 

 Clarity and Ease of Navigation  18 

The T2S GUI should be visually, conceptually and linguistically clear by having a clear and simple 19 

access of functions which easily allows the identification of different areas 20 

 Comprehensibility  21 

The T2S GUI design should enable the users to easily understand and learn the system. A user is 22 

able to know:  23 

- What to do,  24 

- What to look at,  25 

- When, where and how to do it;  26 

The T2S GUI design for the flow of actions, responses, visual preparations and information should 27 

be such that is easy to recollect and place in context. 28 

 Consistency 29 

There should be an agreed upon styling and layout guide to ensure the identical implementation of 30 

common functions 31 

 Security Aspects 32 
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The user authentication should be required only once while establishing a connection to T2S and 1 

will be valid through the running session. The user does not need to log in more than once during a 2 

single session;  3 

The access rights assigned to a user determine which functions the user can execute and the data 4 

the user can see and maintain. 5 

 Support  6 

The T2S GUI design should have a dedicated help section (e.g. including FAQs) for each user 7 

interface 8 

This section describes the application of four-eye and two-eye principle in the context of T2S GUI. 9 

T2S supports a dual authorisation concept (Four-Eyes Principle) during add, update, cancel or delete 10 

operation on a business object online through the GUI (U2A communication mode). During the 11 

process of granting a privilege, the administrator has the ability to specify whether the grantee of the 12 

privilege is allowed to use the function associated to the privilege according to two eyes or four eyes 13 

principle.  14 

For privileges or operations that require a two-eye principle approach, the respective business 15 

function (associated with the privilege) must request the user to confirm the add, update, cancel or 16 

delete operation in a two-step process.  17 

•  In the first step, the user triggers the change (i.e. presses the delete button or changes/enters all 18 

necessary values) 19 

•  In the second step, the user must confirm the triggered action, i.e. the add, update, cancel or 20 

delete operation, resulting in the successful processing of the operation in T2S. If the user does 21 

not confirm the operation (first step), then the function returns to the first step 22 

For privileges or operations that require four-eye principle approach, the two steps described above 23 

are distributed between the two users. The first user completes the first step only. The approval 24 

request for add, update, cancel or delete operation is then pending authorisation by a second user. 25 

The second user completes the second step described above by either accept or revoke the approval 26 

request.  27 

The business function also allows the second user to copy an approved or revoked request, modify 28 

the details and submit a new approval request that will require authorisation from a different user 29 

(i.e. it may be the first user or any other but the second user having the necessary privileges) to 30 

guarantee the four-eye principle. 31 

• Digital Signature: Non-repudiation of origin  32 

 33 

In order to meet the general requirement of a very high level of security, a digital signature function 34 

for a set of sensitive U2A instructions should be implemented. The user will be asked to enter a PIN 35 

code for the purpose of signing whenever an instruction of this set is initiated.  36

This document defines the complete set of business functions available in U2A mode and does not 1 

describe the relationship between the T2S roles and privileges to access these functions. Users can 2 

access a subset of the U2A business functions described depending upon their roles and privileges 3 

(T2S.14.060, T2S.14.259 and T2S.14.525). CSDs and NCBs are granted access to the GUI by the 4 

T2S operator (T2S.14.030). Customers of CSDs and NCBs are granted access rights by their 5 

contractual partner (CSD or NCB).  6

This section describes the business functions of the user interface to support the settlement services 20 

in T2S. 21 

2.1 Instruction Query and Maintenance 22 

The user interface requirements in this section specify the functions and their association framework 23 

that T2S must provide for query and maintenance of securities-related instructions. In this context, 24 

securities-related instructions are: 25 

 settlement instructions; 26 

 amendment instructions; 27 

 status maintenance instruction; 28 

 intra-position and intra balance movement instructions (settlement restrictions). 29 
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The purpose of this user interface is to provide the business user with the capability to search for a 1 

specific instruction or set of instructions based on a predefined set of criteria. This user interface also 2 

allows the business user to amend instructions or to execute a maintenance operation on the status 3 

of an instruction, which includes the cancellation of an instruction and changing the hold and release 4 

status of an instruction. 5

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The Query Instruction function shall provide the facility to query all types of securities-related 1 

instructions. It must allow the user to specify the type of instruction query that T2S is to execute. 2 

Valid types of instruction queries are: 3 

 settlement instruction query; 4 

 settlement instruction current status query; 5 

 and settlement instruction status audit trail query; 6 

The function must update the selection criteria, available to user, depending of the type of query that 7 

the user selected. It must require the user to select if T2S is to execute the query for 8 

 settlement instructions 9 

 intra-position or intra-balance movements (settlement restrictions) 10 

 amendment instructions; 11 

 hold/release instructions 12 

 and cancellation instructions 13 

This function must allow the user to query static data and lists of valid value for all other search 14 

criteria (e.g. status codes, issuance country, priority). It must perform validations on the entered 15 

static data criteria and other selection criteria to ensure that the user has input valid values. 16

The Display Instruction List function shall display the set of instructions that fulfil the selection criteria, 18 

specified by the user in the Query Instruction function. The type of instruction will determine the 19 

query attributes, which the function is to display. A query on maintenance instructions (amendment 20 

instructions, hold/release instructions, or cancellation instructions) will require the function to display 21 

different attributes in the results list than a query on a settlement instruction. The function shall allow 22 

the user to select an instruction from the results set and to display the details of the instruction. If the 23 

query only returns one valid instruction, then it automatically displays the result on the Display 24 

Instruction Details function. 25

The attributes that the function is to display will be dependent on the type of instruction and include 6 

all attributes of the instruction. This function displays details of instruction attributes, status audit trail, 7 

linked instructions, conditions for conditional securities delivery, etc.  8 

The function must display the details of links to other instructions by providing such information as 9 

type of linkage and references of the instructions linked to a currently displayed settlement 10 

instruction. If the user selects a specific linked instruction, the function returns details of the linked 11 

instruction (please refer to the figure 1 for the reflexive link for this Display Instruction Details function. 12 

The function must not support this reflexive link when it displays the linked instruction, as this could 13 

result in an infinite nesting. 14 

This function must allow the user to branch into additional functions of the user interface, depending 15 

on the type of instruction, the access rights of the user and the status of the instruction: 16 

 amending the instruction; 17 

 holding or releasing the instruction; 18 

 cancelling the instruction; 19 

 accessing the revision history of the instruction; 20 

 copy an existing instruction, modify attribute values and add a new instruction;  21 

 and displaying the underlying messages of the instruction, both incoming and outgoing; 22

The access of the amendment option must 27 

result in the creation and display of a pre-populated amendment instruction based on the content of 28 

underlying settlement instruction or intra-position / intra-balance movement.  29

The access to the hold and release option must result in the creation and display of a pre-populated 15 

hold and release instruction, based on the content of underlying settlement instruction and the type 16 

of hold and release. 17

It must allow the user to input values for mandatory and optional attributes for creation of an 12 

aforementioned type of instruction. The function must support the full scope of attributes for such 13 

instruction, according to ISO 20022. This function must allow the user to query static data (e.g., 14 

party, securities, securities account) and lists of valid value for all other instruction attributes (e.g. 15 

instruction types, transaction codes, processing attributes, etc.). It must perform validations on the 16 

entered data to ensure that the user has input valid values and consistent data. This function also 17 

must allow access to other functions for querying and selecting party, security and security account 18 

required for creation of instructions. 19

18 

This function must allow the user to branch into Add Settlement Instruction function for adding a 19 

settlement instruction in response to a settlement allegement, depending on the access rights of the 20 

user. Since settlement allegements are relevant only for settlement instructions, this function does 21 

not allow access to Add Settlement Instruction / Settlement Restriction function for addition of 22 

settlement restriction.

It must perform validations on the entered static data 3 

criteria and other selection criteria to ensure that the user has input valid values. 4

For query of history positions, the function always displays positions held at the end of each 9 

settlement period occurring during the specified timeframe. The generic information displayed by 10 

this function for both the current and history positions query consists of the security code, restriction 11 

type, quantity of securities (per restriction type and the respective restriction references in case of 12 

blocked and reserved securities positions), available securities and total securities in an account.  13 

The function shall allow the user to select a securities position from the results set and to display the 14 

details of the postings.  15 

This function must allow the user to branch into additional functions of the user interface for 16 

displaying party details; securities account details and security reference data. 17

For each securities posting, 7 

the non-exhaustive list of attributes displayed are the security code, instruction reference numbers, 8 

restriction reference numbers in case of settlement restrictions , debit/credit indicator, counterparty 9 

securities account, type of settlement (free or versus payment), and securities transaction type.  10 

This function must allow the user to branch into additional functions of the user interface for 11 

displaying the instruction details 12 

2.5 CSDR Penalties – Business functions 13 

2.5.1 Query penalty 14 

The Query Penalty function shall provide the facility to query CSDR penalties computed by T2S. 15 

This function must allow the user to query penalties where the search criteria comprise attributes of 16 

the penalty (such as penalty ID, underlying instruction, ISIN, date). It must perform validations on 17 

the entered selection criteria to ensure that the user has input valid values. 18 

2.5.2 Display penalties list 19 

The Display Penalties List function shall display the set of CSDR penalties that fulfil the selection 20 

criteria, specified by the user in the Query Penalty function. The function shall display the key 21 

attributes of CSDR penalties.  22 

2.5.3 Display penalty details 23 

The Display Penalty Details function shall display all the attributes of a CSDR penalty stored in 24 

different classes of information (listed below)  25 

 General details 26 

 Calculation details 27 

 Related settlement instruction 28 
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The function must allow the user to branch into additional functions of the user interface for  1 

 removing, re-allocating or switching the penalty; 2 

 accessing the full details of the related settlement instruction;  3 

 and accessing the revision history of the penalty  4 

2.5.4 Remove penalty 5 

The Remove Penalty function allows entering relevant information to remove the penalty (i.e. the 6 

individual Id of the penalty, a drop-down menu to select the reason code and also a text box to insert 7 

a description text). It must perform validations on the entered selection criteria to ensure that the 8 

user has input valid values. 9 

2.5.5 Re-allocate penalty 10 

The Re-allocate Penalty function allows entering the relevant information, to re-allocate a CSDR 11 

penalty from one party to another. It must perform validations on the entered selection criteria to 12 

ensure that the user has input valid values. 13 

2.5.6 Switch penalty 14 

The Switch Penalty function allows to show the relevant information (i.e. the individual Id of the 15 

penalty and a free text box to insert a description text) and switch a CSDR penalty. It must perform 16 

validations on the entered selection criteria to ensure that the user has input valid values. 17 

2.5.7 View monthly net amounts of penalties 18 

The View Monthly Net Amounts of Penalties function allows to search for monthly net amounts for 19 

the penalties computed by T2S for the business days of a previous month, for a given T2S Party and 20 

counterpart(s). This function must allow the user to query static data (e.g., month, currency, party 21 

BIC) and lists of valid value for all other search criteria. 22

This section describes the business functions of the user interface to support the liquidity 25 

management services in T2S. 26 
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3.1 Immediate Liquidity Transfer Query and Maintenance 1 

3.1.1 Description 2 

The user interface requirements in this section specify the functions and their association framework 3 

that T2S must provide for the query and maintenance of immediate liquidity transfers. In this context, 4 

liquidity-related instructions are: 5 

 Immediate liquidity transfer that includes 6 

o inbound liquidity transfers (RTGS to T2S); 7 

o outbound liquidity transfers (T2S to RTGS); 8 

o internal liquidity transfers (within T2S); 9 

o and internally generated immediate liquidity transfers based on the pre-defined and 10 

standing liquidity transfer orders. 11 

The purpose of this function is to provide the business user with the capability to search for a specific 12 

instruction or set of instructions based on a predefined set of criteria. This function also allows the 13 

business user to query on the status and other details of one or more liquidity transfer instructions. 14

9 ANNEX B – TECHNICAL ANNEX 1 

This annex describes technical oriented elements related to the usage of the Web-based-GUI. The 2 

concrete definitions of all elements listed in this annex (e.g. version numbers, product names etc.) 3 

will be described in other dedicated documentations (like the GUI User Handbook). Thus this annex 4 

shall only describe the general concepts necessary for the Web-based-GUI usage. 5 
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1) Web-based GUI – supported Browsers and versions 1 

The T2S Web based GUI will support recent versions of common browsers. 2 

2) Export functionalities 3 

For the export of screen data a common industry-wide standard format (RFC 4180) is used. The 4 

format will ensure the possibility to process the data by applications build by the T2S Actor 5 

themselves. Furthermore the format will be compatible with spreadsheet calculation tools. 6 

3) Print functionalities 7 

The T2S Web based GUI will produce a printer friendly layout to the user. Printing will be supported 8 

via the standard print functionality of the browser. 9 

4) Login procedure 10 

T2S implements a role-based access control mechanism to ensure that every access to the system 11 

and the invocation of a function can only be performed by authorised users. These checks are 12 

performed independently of the network provider chosen by the T2S Actor. The policies regarding 13 

the passwords (e.g. usage of special characters etc.) and the frequency when changes of the 14 

passwords have to be done will be defined by this mechanism. 15 

The timeframe between successful login of an user and the logout of this user is called session. After 16 

a certain period of non-activity by the user, this user will be automatically logged out i.e. the session 17 

will be automatically closed. 18 

5) White labelling 19 

The T2S GUI will allow white labelling i.e. displaying both the T2S and the CSD/NCB logo depending 20 

on the context of use given that the CSD/NCB has applied for white labelling. More specifically after 21 

the authentication of the user, the T2S-System-User-Reference determines the logo which will be 22 

shown next to the Eurosystem T2S logo in the GUI screen. White labelling does not affect (i.e. 23 

change) any functionality of the T2S GUI but is just a mechanism to display a user-specific logo. 24 

6) Digital Signature: Non-repudiation of origin 25 

For a specific set of sensitive U2A functions the T2S GUI will require the digital signing of an 26 

instruction performed either in two-eyes or in four-eyes mode. The user needs a public certificate 27 

associated with a private key stored on a portable device (SmartCard or USB-token) or a Remote 28 

Hardware Security Module which will be accessible after entering a PIN code. The logged in user 29 

that initiates the action to be digitally signed, has to be linked to the public certificate that is used for 30 

signing. 31
